Types of Legacies

Residuary — A bequest of the 29
residue (or percentage) of the estate
following the distribution of specific
gifts and payment of any debts and

expenses.

Pecuniary — A financial bequest of
money or shares.

Specific — A bequest of a specific item, such as property,
books, or a work of art.

Reversionary — A bequest of an asset, such as a house of’
fund that can be enjoyed by a named beneficiary during his
or her lifetime, after which it reverts to St Edward’s School.

Please note that the following wording is only a guide, and
we recommend that you draft your will in consultation with

a qualified solicitor.
